THE BEAST MEETING AT A MALL BOOKSTORE AND HAVING AN ADVENTURE IN
THE CITY.

CHANGE THE ENDING

MIX UP THE ENDING OF THE STORY TO MAKE IT FUNNY, SAD, TRAGIC, OR A
DIFFERENT HAPPY ENDING. MAYBE JACK STARTS SELLING TICKETS TO SEE
THE GIANT TO MAKE MONEY FOR THE FARM INSTEAD OF CUTTING DOWN THE
BEANSTALK.

CHANGE THE POINT OF VIEW
POINT OF VIEW IS WHO IS TELLING THE STORY. WHAT IF LITTLE RED RIDING
HOOD WAS TOLD FROM THE GRANDMOTHER'S PERSPECTIVE?
